Co. and Brad Powell, 
Veteran Volunteer, were 
present to share their 
excitement about the 
traveling exhibit, “The 
Wall That Heals” coming 

to Pottawattamie County, Friday, May 22 to 
Monday May 25, 2026. It is FREE. 
     The exhibit is a traveling replica (3/4 size) of 
the Vietnam Veterans Memorial in Washington, 
DC. Standing at 375 feet long, it honors the more 
than 58,000 service members who made the 
ultimate sacrifice in Vietnam. This Wall is more 
accessible as it travels around the country. There 
are still lots of veterans and families that need 
closure. It’s an opportunity to also connect 
generations through shared history and 
community remembrance.  
     This is the first time the display has come to 
Pott. Co. Only three communities in Iowa will host 
the display. The display will be located at the 
Lewis Central Soccer Field south of the Lewis 
Central Football Field. (3504 Harry Langdon Blvd, 
Council Bluffs). After the opening on Thursday 
evening, it will be open 24 hrs./day until it departs 
on Memorial Day, closing at 2 PM. 
     Volunteers are needed for all types of jobs – 
set-up on Thursday, May 21 and take-down on 
Monday, May 25, to answer questions, work in 
tent areas, assist the public with looking through 
the binders to seek a certain person’s name. 
Volunteers will receive a shirt and be fed.  
     There will be a motorcade that starts in Avoca 
on May 20 to escort the wall to Lewis Central. 
Motorcycle riders are needed. A bugle/cornet 
player is also needed. 
     On Friday May 22, there will be a Welcome 
Home Ceremony. The Wall will be available rain 

or shine. There will be a Local Heroes exhibit 
which will provide the special paper and pencils 
needed to copy names on the wall.

     Kate also shared about the 
Veterans Resource Festival 

happening Sat., April 25 from 10 AM to 3 PM in 
the parking area at the Veterans Service Office 
(VSO) at 623 6th Ave, Council Bluffs.

Representatives 
from over 30 organizations will be on site with 
information on education, mental health, 
employment assistance, physical wellbeing, legal 
assistance, federal and state benefits, and more.  
     There will be coffee, tea, and donuts from J’s 
food trailer. The Smash Bites food truck will be on 
site as well. 
     Come out and see the Hansen House Model 
T, the Spirit of Iowa Tribute Bell, an art 
demonstration by New Century Art Guild, therapy 
animals from Grace Gate Farm, and more. 
     There will be a raffle to benefit the VSO food 
pantry. Bring one pound of frozen meat to receive 
one raffle ticket for prizes. 
     Games will be hosted by the 712 Block Party 
trailer as well as baked goods, and local 
entertainers.  
     Kate also shared that Pott Co. Veterans 
Service Office has a Mobile Office route 
throughout Pott Co. and in 2026 during April will 
be in Treynor on Thursdays and in November 
on Tuesdays.  
    There is an article in the Nonpareil today (Sat.) 
about Veterans Treatment Court. Brad Powell 
shared more about that program and is working 
with a third veteran to graduate. The article stated 
there have now been eight veterans to graduate.
